Some of our members who want to receive e-mails from The Skidaway Community Institute have encountered a problem receiving our messages. This appears to be the result of aggressive spam filtering at the receiving end.   Some of our emails will not reach you at all, others will be put directly into your “deleted messages” folder.
The solution most likely to work is to instruct your spam filter to specifically allow the receipt of messages from SCI. The following illustration applies to Microsoft Outlook, but similar tactics will work with other email client programs.
